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Westernization, Europeanization and identity
formation in the Western Balkan countries

The processes linked with the Europeanization of the western Balkans are
often understood in terms of the post-socialist political, economic and
societal transformations of the region following the disintegration of the
Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (SFRY: 1945-1991). Throughout its
existence, the identity building politics of the socialist state converged
around the philosophy of brotherhood and unity. This ideological
principle was formulated as the foundational basis of Yugoslavia’s
tolerant interethnic policies. As Detrez explains (1996, 1999, 2019), this
philosophy cultivated the co-existence of a dualistic identity with
adherence to the overarching socialist state one the one hand (the notion
of ‘unity’) while maintaining allegiance to a distinctive ethno-national
community on the other (the notion of ‘brotherhood’). The nationalist
forces that violently reappeared in the 1980s ended the delicate civic-
ethnic balance of Yugoslavia’s distinctive constellation and contributed to
the dissolution of the Yugoslav unity based on the overarching cause of
socialism. Subsequently, the nation-building efforts of the countries that
emerged from the remnants of the Yugoslav state each held the promise
of democratization, westernization and eventual EU accession. In a
similar vein, the end of communist rule in Albania opened borders and
paved the way for increased Europeanization.

It is at the intersection of nation-state building and aspirations for
increased European integration that we situate the thematic focus of this
conference. The post-socialist dynamics of state reconstruction have
been multiplexed in the Balkans, often oscillating between deep-rooted
national(ist) ideologies and integrative European trends (Kolsto 2014).
Accordingly, matters of Europeanization, westernization and identity
building will be considered from a broad-spectrum perspective that
involves the scholarly insights of researchers from different academic and
scientific domains. In this respect, the post-socialist transformation of the
Southeast can be closely interlinked with the areas of economics
rendering attentive focus on the struggles for economic growth and
privatization in the post-socialist sphere. Likewise, policymaking and
governmental administration as areas of academic research are also
embedded in European notions of identity construction. Language
ideology, policy and practice can similarly be discussed in the European



context of civic inclusion (Demaj 2019). Another area of research includes
architecture and the arts. Focus can be given to how different
government instances have attempted at shedding public and cultural
urban spaces from the socialist-style aesthetics connected with their
Yugoslav past. Attempts to westernize the national image of the region
by refurbishing the cityscapes with modern buildings and cultural objects
is also a topic of interest, which can be examined from an architectural
lens. The disciplines of Social Sciences, Humanities and Psychology can
bring valuable research insights in areas relevant to interethnic harmony,
reconciliation, as well as diversity and inclusion as a premise for
enhancing principles in accordance with the Europeanization of civic life.

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Linguistic uniqueness in the language of
advertisements in the context of Kosovo

Aida Alla?

This study offers a textual analysis of the language of printed advertisements in
Kosova, covering the period from 1999 to date. The analysis takes into account
two research scopes: contextual and linguistic uniqueness. Firstly, the study
touches upon the contextual aspect of the language of advertisements on the
basis that Albanians in Kosovo use vernacular language (the Gheg dialect) in
their everyday informal communication. Secondly, it sheds some lights into the
linguistic characteristics which are portrayed through the Gheg-standard
dichotomy, intertextuality and stylistic and devices. Random photos are selected
from the linguistic landscape representing a wealth of contextual and linguistic
phenomena. The study concludes that the use of Gheg variant in the domain of
printed advertisements is very frequent in cases when the slogan performs a
more interpersonal function, and oftentimes it is combined with the standard
language (code-switching) to mark the distinction between the formal, more
general representation and the interpersonal informal communication.

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The paradox of excess liquidity in European emerging
and transition economies

Albulené Kastrati*

European emerging and transition economies are in immense need for
investments and renewal of capital meanwhile produce a considerable amount
of unutilized resources. A fundamental concern of this study is to untangle the
reason why banks hold excess liquidity in the face of seemingly profitable
lending opportunities. Is it a demand side or supply-side problem or is this not
the right paradigm in transition context. This paper is novel in several fronts: a)
redefines and discusses in detail the concept of excess liquidity taking into
account overall banking liquidity position b) treats excess liquidity as unutilized
resource and potential deadweight loss c) analyses the impact of involuntary
excess liquidity from regulator’s, banks and economy’s perspective and d)
estimates implied banking costs and opportunity costs of forgone investments
from involuntary excess liquidity. We conclude that involuntary excess liquidity
represents a deadweight loss for the economy and significant opportunity costs
for banks. Answers lie in addressing structural inefficiencies, increasing banking
competition, improving consumer protection, regulators and banks engaging in
financial literacy and revising fee charge for deposits.

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The Albanian media. Three Stages of the Evolution and
the Dominance of the owners Interest.

This study examines the history of the Albanian media, from the creation of the
first newspaper, the period of communism 1945-1990, and the post-communist
period until 2020. This study pays great attention to the development of the
media system after the fall of the Berlin Wall, where Albanian media has gone
through three stages. The first phase (1990-1994) when media owners were
mainly the political parties, the second phase (1994-1998) when media with
journalist owners were born, and the third phase (after 1998 — until today) when
powerful businessmen started establishing their own private media, television,
newspapers, websites and radio. This study showed that it was the combination
of media owners; interests with politics that brought about a distortion of the
market and a large number of media outlets that served to the non-public
interests. The analysis of media freedom reports and articles about the problems
that the media in Albania are facing shows that this particular context opened
space to the creation of some phenomena related to journalists, such as self-
censorship, or non-reporting of news that contradicts the interests of owners,
lack of financial transparency, or media concentration in the hands of some
families of businessmen, dominating the market.

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Governments' economic responses to the COVID-19
pandemics for protection of the small and medium
enterprises: A comparative analysis

Besnik Saliu*

The aim of this study is to analyse the government responses for supporting the
Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) in the economic crises caused by
the COVID-19 pandemic. The coronavirus pandemic has generated a major
economic crisis, affecting larger and smaller firms. The effect on SMEs is
particularly severe because of their vulnerability and lower resilience to external
shocks. The OECD business survey in 2020 indicates disruptions and concerns
among small businesses, more than half of SMEs face severe losses in revenues.
Strategic responses from governments in developed and developing economies
have emerged to address SMEs’ finance-related challenges in the wake of
COVID-19.

This study focuses on the COVID-19 pandemic impact on the SMEs in selected
Balkan countries (North Macedonia, Albania, Serbia and Kosovo). We use
secondary data from official country reports and international surveys for
examining the governments’ measures created to support SMEs during the
pandemic situation. We made comparison of the economic measures in the
studied countries with selected EU members (Slovenia and Croatia) to explore
the differences between the two groups of countries. Based on the result from
this study we propose few recommendations for policy makers in those
countries for stronger protection of the SMEs sector in time of crises.

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Gender and intercultural sensitivity: analysis of
intercultural sensitivity among primary school teachers
in North Macedonia

The research investigated whether there are statistically significant differences
in teachers’ intercultural sensitivity levels by gender. Two hypotheses were
raised in search of the answer to this question: there is no statistically significant
difference in the level of ethnocentrism of teachers by gender; and there is no
statistically significant difference in the level of ethnorelativism of teachers by
gender. The Intercultural Sensitivity Index (ISI) was applied to 217 primary
school teachers in multiethnic regions in the Republic of North Macedonia.
Respondents rated themselves on a 5 point Likert scale. Descriptive statistics
were used to measure levels of intercultural sensitivity. Hypothesis testing was
performed through t test. The research results showed that both male and
female teachers in the DMIS ethnocentrism stage show middling level of
ethnocentrism and are positioned in the minimization stage. Male teachers
show statistically lower level of ethnocentrism (M = 2.65, SD = .831, p <.05) than
female teachers (M = 2.92, SD = .600, p <.05). Both female and male teachers
show high level of intercultural sensitivity in the DMIS ethnorelativism stage.
There is no statistically significant difference in the level of ethnorelativism
between teachers of both genders. Teachers are "moving" from the
minimization stage to the acceptance stage.

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The equivalents of Phrase, Clause and Sentence in
French and Albanian

Dervish Alimi!

Native speakers and learners using the roman grammar terminology are facing
a conceptual discrepancy and difficulty in translating the word ‘clause’ in their
native language, considering its Anglo-Saxon terminology origin. In fact, the only
word bearing the meaning of the sentence in e.g., Albanian syntax is the word
fialia, and consecutively there a Simple, Extended and Composed Sentence. Till
here things are similar and very clear, but the troubles of the students begin
when they meet the word ‘clause’, which is bigger than the English phrase or
French Syntagma, but smaller than the Sentence, as described above. Both
clause and sentence have the common feature of having within it a lexical verb,
which meets the required criteria for being a syntactic category bigger than
phrase. But one of them is called clause, even though the clause must be a part
of a sentence in the same time, because clause cannot stay alone and doesn’t
end by an orthographic stop point, as sentence does. On the other hand the
sentence must have more than one lexical verb, which means it must consist of
two or more clauses, or otherwise called it must be composed, either compound
or complex. Mathematically said, we must deal with two clauses in order to call
it a sentence, even though the sentence may consist of one lexical verb, which
is also the case with the clause. Therefore, there are difficulties of translation
because of their common semantic meaning on one hand and their different
orthographic and syntactical use on the other hand. How to translate something
in the source language that doesn’t exist even as a phenomenon in the target
language?! We may invent a name according to the way of use, but it cannot be
equivalent for the native language of the foreigner. We may paraphrase it and
explain with other words, but not with a specific one, even though there have
been some attempts, like “sifjali’, or “fjali”’, but this is not enough. Or we may
just borrow the word and naturalize it phonetically, but even then we cannot
naturalize it semantically? What to do then? This is in fact the challenge of this
paper, hoping to succeed, but not necessarily.

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The effect of active labor market policies in Kosovo on
reducing the unemployment rate and promoting the
economic growth of the country

Economic growth measured by Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is analyzed by
numerous researchers analyzing various macroeconomic factors. In this study
the main focus is on the analysis of active labor market policies which are
implemented in the case of Kosovo and their impact on reducing the
unemployment rate. The study aims, among other things, to measure the effect
of the unemployment rate on GDP in the case of Kosovo. To achieve the purpose
of the study, secondary data (2010-2020) provided by the Kosovo Agency of
Statistics are used, while the econometric model that is applied is the OLS model
and the Pearson Correlation. The study concludes that despite the fact that
Kosovo has designed a large number of active programs to reduce the
unemployment rate by opening up to reforms in legislation, the unemployment
rate generally remains high and specially at young generation age 20-34 years
old, this has a negative effect on economic growth of Kosovo.

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Teaching and Learning leadership by using the
leadership-competency model Drenica

Fadil Citaku?

According to experts of leadership science (Citaku et al., Citaku, 2019; 2012;
Citaku & Ramadani, 2020) —an important threat facing the world today is the
lack of effective leadership of our human institutions. Health organisations and
medical schools—like other human institutions—need competent and effective
leaders now more than ever to face the threats and challenges of the modern
world. Citaku and Ramadani (2020), developed the Leadership Competency
Model-Drenica. The purpose of the present study “Leadership Competency
Model-Drenica” was to identify from the literature the most effective
competencies of leadership published in Google Scholar between 2010-2020.
This study summarized the generalizability of leadership competencies
published in field of leadership. This model used the Leadership Competencies
Model of Citaku et al. (2012) to find out leadership competencies for efficient
leaders. The study brought out 25 important leadership competencies
incorporated in seven important domains, resulting with leadership
competencies model named DRENICA, which is scientifically robust and can be
used in leadership training courses and programs, in all leadership domains.
These combined in this study suggest that these 25 leadership competences can
be used generalized, represent a coherent, reliable and parsimonious model of
leadership and show the application in all domains of leadership. This talk will
outline the evidence-based Leadership Competencies, which are required to
reach the Excellence in any domain.

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Kosovo’s national disability education policies and their
alignment with the European Disability Strategy

The aim of this study is to investigate the disability educational policies of
Kosovo, and their alignment with the European Disability Strategy. In the
framework of the Strategy for the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in Europe
2021-2030, adopted by the European Commission in March 2021, quality
education is a prerequisite for succeeding in the labour market. Therefore, equal
access to education should be ensured for all children, at all levels of European
society, in line with the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities. Kosovo, as a country that aspires European Union integration, is
working to align its education disability policies with the EU acquis as required
in the Stabilisation and Association Agreement between Kosovo and EU. Desk
research was utilized as a method to generate data that compare the national
and European educational disability policies. Legal documents and reports that
reflect the implementation of the educational disability policies, both at national
and European level, were analysed and compared. Findings suggest that Kosovo
has worked rapidly to reflect the European educational policies in the national
level, especially with the adoption of the National Strategy on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities in Kosovo 2013/23, The Law No 04/L-032 on Pre-
University Education in Kosovo, and the Administrative Instruction on the
Pedagogical Assessment of Children with Special Needs. However, the practical
aspect and the real experience of people, as reflected in relevant monitoring
reports, have encountered significant transformation difficulties.

The Demographic, Socioeconomic, and Political
Determinants of Migration Aspirations Among Young
People in Kosovo

Linda Abazi Morina?

Many factors are believed to cause an increase in migration intentions among
youth, especially those from developing countries. The current study examines
the effect of several demographic, socioeconomic, and political determinants on
young people’s intention to migrate. Participants were 1200 young people in
Kosovo, ages 14 to 29 years old. Applying a multinomial logistic regression, the
findings showed that being unmarried and not employed was a significant
predictor of migration aspiration. In contrast, age, gender, and residency (rural
and urban) were not correlated with higher wishes to migrate. Low national
pride was one of the strongest predictors of migration aspiration among youth.
As such, those who are less proud of the country showed significantly stronger
aspirations to migrate. The results of this study didn’t point toward a significant
relationship between political discontent (more precisely lack of trust in the
national government and dissatisfaction with democracy) with a higher wish to
migrate. Hopes for personal future were not a significant predictor, whereas
those who reported higher pessimism about the country's future showed
significantly higher aspirations to migrate. Lastly, young people who have
volunteered over the last twelve months showed significantly higher aspirations
to migrate, whereas voting in the next national election was negatively
correlated with migration aspirations. The article concludes with a discussion on
how these findings can (a) advance understanding of the impact of social,
economic, and political factors on migration aspiration among youth and (b)
inform efforts and strategies to prevent uncontrolled mass migration among
youth.

It the beginning, it surprised me that the
organization of students’ lists was based on the alphabetical order of people’s
first names, rather than surnames which is widely practiced in western
countries. Later, | realized that the reason for that is a huge diversity of first
names reflecting the whole history of this nation. The focus of this paper is on
the given names that have emerged not as a result of religious or cultural
influence, but as a result of the resistance against Serbian occupation, especially
during the 90s. The names are classified and analyzed according to three major
themes: patriotism, traditionalism and a spirit of resistance. The study of female
and male given names (e.g. Atédhe, Fitore, Grevista, Guxim, Heroldina,
Herolinda, Tonibler, Kushtrim, Liberta, Luftetar, Clirim, Shpetim, Liridon, llirjana,
etc.) of children born during that period demonstrate Kosovar Albanian attitudes
and dispositions towards the occupants and shows very vividly how names carry
history with them. We compared first names given during the 80-90s with ones
in the 70s and afterward in the 2000s, to illustrate the difference between those
periods and demonstrate how Kosovar anthroponyms are iconic of the
time/events and reflective of national identity.

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What is the external business perception by foreign
investors? A study of foreign firms in Kosovo

The access of foreign investors to the business environment in developing
countries is still unclear. Therefore, the purpose of the research is to provide
perceptions of foreign investors about the external environment of kosovar
business. Many factors, including demographic, economic, political,
institutional, socio-cultural, legal system, ethical attitudes, xenophobia and
networking, are involved in helping to find research issues. The empirical
research was conducted through structured questionnaires distributed to 70
foreign investors, randomly selected throughout Kosovo. Primary quantitative
data processing was done with Excel, using descriptive statistical analysis. The
findings of the study suggest that the political-institutional factors and the legal
system are considered as risks related to the activity of foreign investors in
Kosovo. While economic factors are partially attractive, socio / cultural factors,
ethical attitudes, xenophobia and networking are fully attractive. However, the
Kosovar business environment is still attractive to foreign investors, so Kosovar
policymaking needs to accelerate the regulation of legal and political /
institutional mechanisms in favor of foreign investment.

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Politeness strategies —a means for building women’s
identity in Gothic novels

Language behavior and identity are interconnected. As linguistic behavior
expresses complex social meanings, through it, people indicate the different
social groups they identify with, the social roles they embrace, and the conflicting
values they sometimes espouse. The paper at hand tackles women’s identity and
how it is built in the Anglo-American society through the use of politeness
strategies in two historic periods — the nineteenth century and the twenty-first
century. For the purposes of this study a literary discourse analysis is performed
on one classic and one contemporary Gothic novel, which despite featuring
supernatural phenomena, depict a great deal of reality too and reveal a lot about
the position of women in society and their customary linguistic behavior in the
past and today, respectively. The corpus compiled for the purposes of this study
consists of all utterances ascribed to the female characters when they engage in
verbal interactions with the other characters in the analyzed novels. The
gualitative and quantitative analysis of the utterances is primarily based on the
politeness strategies proposed by Brown & Levinson in their politeness theory
(1987). The insights gained from the research indicate that women in these two
periods use different politeness strategies in addressing their interlocutors, which,
in turn, suggests that their perception of their own identity and position in society
has undergone tremendous changes from the nineteenth century onwards, from
submissiveness, supported by a clear preference for indirect and negative
politeness strategies towards emancipation, bolstered by the use of direct and
positive politeness strategies.

There is no harmonization between EU members on how to structure their
national polity. Scholars agree that other factors or legacies as administrative
traditions, political elites, or different policy styles make convergence in this area
difficult. However, it is commonly accepted that the way the state institutions
are organized can deeply impact their performance and in consequence, it was
introduced by SIGMA as one of the principles in assessing the success of the
administrative reform in the Western Balkans. The aim, among others, is to build
an efficient and coherent institutional framework that avoids overlapping of
functions and that creates a balanced system of control. Albania has made
notable progress but still struggles to comply with this principle. While the
governments have been politically committed to the process of EU integration,
the reforms since the beginning of 2000, the new law “On organization and
functioning of the State Administration” and the recent effort for a general
institutional restructuring haven’t created a rational and accountable
institutional set-up yet. Somehow, each reform has overlapped the antecedent
bringing mixed up results. This study will try to analyze these reforms and the
discrepancies still in place, trying to comprehend the other factors that could
have prevailed over the priority of the EU integration process.

The European project, especially in the context
of the relativization of state borders and the concept of 'shared sovereignty', has
been extremely useful in the peace process in Northern Ireland. Also, the
restoration of peace in the former Yugoslavia would have been unthinkable
without the magnetic attraction for the region of the perspective for the European
integration of the Western Balkans states. In this context, such a perspective has
been and is important for Kosovo as well. The idea of EU integration has made
both Kosovo and the Albanians in the Balkans accept many compromises.

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Concentration on the banking system in North
Macedonia

Business environment, competition, globalization and technology developments
are the dominating factors that leads the banking system to drive the changes.
The Macedonian banking sector is in developing and evolutionary cycle,
particularly after the crisis by exhibiting and manifesting several changes over
the last years. Most research papers in the banking sector undertake the
measurement of the level of concentration as a whole system or industry. The
present study examines the evaluation of the banking system concentration
from 2015 until 2018. The study arguments this approach by applying the
Herfindahl-Hirschman index and the concentration ratio the CR3 and CR5
indicators by estimating and examining the concentration level on five variables
or five largest banks in Republic of Macedonia. The study shows that increased
levels of concentration are consistent with the increased operations of the
banks. Banking system resulted highly concentrated on assets and indicated
moderate level of concentration on loans and deposits, where the leading banks
or institutions are dominating the banking industry.

The transition from a centralized economy to a market economy for the
countries of the Western Balkans, in the first decade of 1990-2000, was
accompanied by major socio-economic disturbance. To help these countries, the
European Union has launched a series of financial programs and instruments,
also known as the Instrument for Pre-Accession (IPA I, IPA Il and IPA Ill).
However, integration into the European Union remains a challenge for the
governments of these countries. Today, the Covid-19 pandemic has also
impacted the economy by at the same time raising the unemployment rate of
these countries. In this context, the application of a “Ricardian” capitalism that
enables the creation of a common market, by the governments of these
countries, would be not only an opportunity for economic growth, but also a
major roadmap for the integration into the European Union. The application of
this theory through the use of comparative advantages, requires from these
countries a suitable socio-economic environment both in terms of monetary and
fiscal policy. To analyse this environment, we have relied on a comparative
analysis of socio-economic indicators for these countries. The results show that
fiscal and monetary instruments, as well as macroeconomic indicators, enable
the application of a Ricardian capitalism which would encourage the creation of
a “Mini-Schengen” for the countries of the Western Balkans.

The effect of motivation on employee creativity

The concept of motivating human resources represents one of the most complex
challenges in the workplace. This paper will discuss the effect of motivation on
employee creativity in Kosovo. Empirical results were achieved through the
collection of data which were achieved through the questionnaire. To achieve
our main goal, in total 40 employees of the information technology companies
in Kosovo have been participated for this study. The fact that motivation is a
sensitive issue in the workplace, to maintain privacy of employee’s responses
are anonymous.The results are reported in terms of motivation, the issue of
management, the relationship between management and employees, the level
of motivation of employees and creative thinking as an important element of
motivation. Furthermore, the research concluded that there is a positive
relationship between motivation and creativity in workplace. The study aims to
have a positive impact on the human resources sector in Kosovo and
management in general. This paper will have scientific and practical relevance
for analyzing the role of motivation in fostering employee creativity in the
workplace.

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Privatization in post-war Kosovo — legal review.

The main purpose of this paper is to analyze the privatization in Kosovo like a
complex legal process of redistribution of social wealth to private individuals or
certain enterprises, which will have a long-term impact on Kosovo's economy.
The privatization process in Kosovo cannot be compared with the privatizations
of countries in the region due to its economic and political specifics. Kosovo
Socially Owned Enterprises have been poorly managed by the administration of
violent measures and bodies for almost a decade, which period consists of mass
dismissals of former employees from their jobs. There is also an ethnic
component to this process, as individuals from different communities are of the
opinion that past or current discrimination has affected their ability to benefit
from privatization. Data analysis concludes on descriptive statistics, analysis of
domestic laws, and regulations of UNMIK, reports from World Bank, processed
cases, and special chamber court decisions on privatizations. Privatization also
raises emotional issues from the past such as: confiscations, nationalizations,
the creation of socially owned property and later the transformation of
businesses. The study concludes that the process of privatization of socially
owned property has caused conflicts between the descendants as property
owners before their confiscation or after their transformation. The situation in
Kosovo is further complicated by the fact that many property registers have
disappeared as a result of the 1999 conflict, where the value of enterprises was
degraded where a large number of factories were built for the former Yugoslav
space markets, while previous markets had lost and the current market is
dominated by products of foreign states. This paper is of great importance for
policy makers, officials, scholars as the processing, publication of data and
sanctioning will enable this phenomenon that has become a new way of
enrichment to be stopped and the state to be built for society and to belong to
society.

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Negotiating identity during the Macedonia’s name
change period in media discourse

The name is an essential mark of one’s identity, and if someone is pressured to
change it under any circumstances it would naturally lead to uncertainty, fear,
anxiety and doubt, because as Tyler (2010) states: what is important is not only
how an individual sees themself, but also how they want to be seen by others,
and how others see them. This paper analyses the discursive processes used by
the media sources to negotiate and construct the identity of Macedonians in the
period before and after the change of the name of the country from the Republic
of Macedonia into the Republic of North Macedonia in 2019. Interaction and
language are central to the construction, enactment and negotiation of identity.
For that purpose a corpus of 20 articles of both pro- and anti-governmental
newspaper outlets, written before, during and after the name change were
analysed and parallels were drawn in terms of the language used by both media
sources to discuss the identity of Macedonian people. The analysis showed that
while the pro-governmental media were attempting to portray a new identity of
Macedonians in the EU, the anti-governmental ones presented the name-
change as a threat to a complete identity loss (Trajkova, 2020). This situation left
the Macedonian citizen confused, scared and in doubt of what was right or
wrong.
